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Based on 1996 data there are 9.5 million acre-feet of M&I water supply storage in 117 reservoirs in 24 States plus Puerto Rico with a contract value of $1.3 billion.  While all divisions except POD has some M&I storage, 75% is located in the Southwestern Division.  There are also some 56 million acre-feet of irrigation storage in 40 Western projects, but only 1 million of that is specific for irrigation.  


A just completed water supply study recommended 12 changes to Planning Regulations and/or model water supply agreement formats.  Studies proposed to be initiated in fiscal year 2004 include: (1) an update of the Water Supply Handbook (policies, procedures and database); (2) an examination of the Water Supply Business Line (what are we collecting, what is it costing is to collect and what do we owe the U.S. Treasury) with the goal of developing legislation to permit the districts to retain some funds to administer the program and initiate reallocation studies; and (3) a WRDA for Water Supply that would attempt to put water supply on an equal footing as the other Corps business lines.
