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Presentation Summary

Computing Power Benefits Foregone and Revenue Foregone Due to Storage Reallocation

This presentation details the hydropower benefits analysis process involved in evaluating power benefits foregone and revenue foregone when conservation and/or flood control storage is reallocated to municipal and industrial water supply.  Basic concepts of energy, capacity, and power values are explained and dependable capacity is defined.  Different approaches between the Corps and power marketing agencies in computing dependable capacity is explained.  An illustrative storage reallocation example is presented to show how the above concepts are computed and used in deriving power benefits foregone and revenue foregone.  Additionally, a brief discussion of the power credit to power marketing agencies is included.    Sources and relevant information on computing power benefits and revenue foregone is presented at the end of the presentation.  The Corps’ Hydropower Analysis Center is introduced to the audience, also.
